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MISSOULA MARATHON ANOTHER CLUB SUCCESS  
 

In the wee hours of the morning on July 8, 2012, about 20 members of the Hellgate Amateur Radio Club were scurrying about Missoula locating 

their assigned stations, putting APRS units on chase bikes of the Marathon, setting up control central in Caress Park, and getting ready for the 6 AM
